3 Overview 

You can mount a combination of Kramer 1 Gang and 2 Gang European wall 
plates, or wall plate inserts in a 19" 2U rack. 

3.1 Recommendations for Best Performance 

We recommend that you: 
� Have a Philips screwdriver available 
� Avoid interference from neighboring electrical appliances and position your 

rack adapter on the rack away from moisture, excessive sunlight and dust

RK-2WP � One 2 Gang wall plate 

 
RK-22WP � Two 2 Gang wall plates 

 
RK-121WP � One 2 Gang wall plate 

� Two 1 Gang wall plates 

 
RK-WP16 � Up to 16 single wall plate 

inserts, or 
� Up to 8 double wall plate 

inserts, or 
� A combination of the 

above 
 

The rack adapters do not have to be entirely full with mounted wall plates (or 
inserts). You can use blank panels to fill the empty spaces (see Table 2).

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5.1 Installing Wall Plates on the RK-121WP 

The example in Figure 1 shows how to mount wall plates in the 19” 2U 
RK-121WP rack adapter, including the optional insertion of blank plates. 

Use the M3x10 flat-head screws (supplied with the unit) to install the required 
wall plates on the rack adapter.

5.2 Installing Inserts on the RK-WP16 

The example in Figure 2 shows how to mount single and double inserts in the 
19” 2U RK-WP16 rack adapter, including optional insertion of blank inserts. 

Use the M3x8 screws (supplied with the unit) to install the required inserts on 
the rack adapter.
